& This is a 5-round Swiss event with pairings made using Swiss Manager.

& The time control is 75 minutes with a 10 second increment from the first move.

& The maximum capacity is 180 players. Entrants are accepted on a first come, first
served basis.

& Entrants will be expected to play in every round, unless a half-point bye has been
granted beforehand.

2 Results will be submitted for ECF rating and the Chessable Grand Prix.

Ratings & Sections

£ The ECF ratings of 1st September 2023 will be used to confirm sections for entrants.

& If players have no official rating, then they must give some indication of their playing
strength (e.g. online rating) so they can be put in the appropriate section.
