Faetlons
seen to be springing up all over the place r*lthln our ranks, fron the 'Hang the
Gruder' lobbylsts to the 'Tahe Huraberslde out of lorkshire' groupies. At eaeh
congress or County match I have recently attended these and. other dismptive
toplcs have been bandled about above everything else, and It is dlstressing to
hear officers of thls organisatlon argulng about natters havlng no constrrrctive
end. rhen they should be dlscussing hor to lnprove our lacklustre tean perfor-
nances (no.refleetion I nlght add on the loya1 players who have turned. out for
the County), or also perhaps dlscusslng ways to constnret uE-ful County pollelee
on such matters as the BCF 1evy.

It ls tlne that Iorkshlre Chees roke up to the fact that a county of prlna-
donnaa rlth on1-y thelr orrn lntereste at heart w111 not fitther the cause to rhlch
re should be applylng oureelves - nanely to pronote chess xhenever and wherever
lre can.'

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COTJNTY TEAMS REPORT

Cleveland almost pulled off a shock victory against the first team in
the first group match of the NorU:ern Counties Championship. Yorkslrire were
r.vithout many of the Countyrs top players and were pushed hard by Cleveland
but hope to scrape through when the outstanding games are adjudicated.

In the Second Team Championship Yorkshire got off to a dreadful start by
losing to Northumberland. However, five players were missing due to transport
problems and although the remaining players played out of their skins to leve1
the scores Northumberland ruon the narch from ttre remaining adjudications.

I was puzzled to note that little support was given from the Countyrs top
players for the first teams Match against Cheshire. After their close shave
in the match against Cleveland, a county r,uith far less resources than them-
selves, Yorkshire needed a convincing victory considering that the remaining
match was against Lancashire. Mark Knapton, the first team captainr was unable
to get the services of the players he needed and had to rely on Braclford League
players to make up the nurnbers. Although outgraded on many boards the first
team recorded a memorable victory.

The second team avenged ttreir defeat to Cheshire in last years Championship
vitlr early victories from Steve Nlann, Gary Coulson and Dave Franklyn setting
them on their way. This victory enabled forkshire to qualify for the Quarter
Final despite their earlier defeat to Northumberland.. Northumberland are
apparently barred from competing in the Quarter I'ina1 stages after defaulting
a match to Sussex a couple of seasons ago. With Cheshire losing their first
match to LaocaShire this left Yorkhsire in a fortunate position.

In the Roses match the first team were no stronger than for their other
two matches and despite beirrg outgraded on every board, in some cases by over
l0 points, they would not give up the championship titl-e without a fight.
Chris Dossett had the best result of his life in defeating an opponent 51
points his senior. Although it vas another fine performance by the team, defeat
was staring them in the face, and wtren the outstanding games are adjudicated
it is expected and feared tiiat they will be bundled out of the County Champion-
ship.

The 2nd team once again floppecl to a strong Lancashire side; however they
have progressed into the quarter final even though it is through the back d.oor.

Altogether this is a sad. state of affairs considering that Yorkshire von
the Northern Counties titte and qualified for the seroi-finals of the County
Championships last season. The demise of the flirst team reflects on the
County as a whole.

I pleacl r,u everyLt",tiy no1, bo let this apath;'^ontinue. If you can con-
tribute to the playing strength of the fi.rst team please give your support to
Captain of the liirst Team, Marh Knapton. The high bourd fees anrl diI',fering
quatity of opponents may deter many players, but I rvould trope {,}rat loyalty
would sway the decision to get our stronger players to turn out, especially
for the tougher matches.

As Co-llditor I would wel-come any suggestions which would help raise the
standards of our County sides and make the captaincy more rewarding and
appeal ing.

I have done so J times and also spoken to him on the lphone, but I
have had no reply and still await the return of my papers to him.

In Complaints Corner the Competitions Controller ccimplains that some results
card.s have not been sent to him. I have been complaining for three years that he
has never sent any of the cards on to ure for grading purposes. (na - Typed lists
have been sent to the grader in tiris period).

Last season I received no results frorn the NCCU or any other union other than
the MCCU. Neither did I receive any results from tl-re BR"A,DFORD or IIALIFAX (na - f
presume this refers to local leagues) or the Calderdale Congress.

This season so far I nave received results frou only one congress, York.

I arn pleased to see that chess is again enjoying television exposure so soon
after the World ChampionshiP.

There have been two prograilrmes running on Saturdays - The BBCrs Chess Classic
series with t,he tried and testetlrMaster Gamer format, and Channel 4rs experimental
screening of an arranged Speed Ctress Challenge betveen the World Chanipion Gary
Kasparov and our own Nigel Short.

It rvou]d be i"nteresting to see wtrich progrilnune would po11 the Iargest aud-
ience. My vote vould go to the BBC who give the playerst own commentary during
the games. This way the mere mortals watcliing the play can put themselves j-n

the Grandmasters shoes and follow his thought processes. Time is taken at the
critical points in the games to explairr r+hat is going on in the position and club
players are able to learn from these llessonse.

Channel 4 are to be corrsratulated for {irstIy, attempting to screen a minority
sport like chess and secondly, for trying a nerd approach in showing the g&meso

Unfortunately I do not think the theat of the momentt commentary by Ray Keene
works as vell as the other format. Comments such asrrsurely he cantt pJ-ay thattr
and t'0hl Nigells taken the pawnrr.were rerrely followed up properly when viewers at
home woul<l be nsking why? - but found, frustratingly, Lhat the game just continued
apace. However, I did think it was a very good effort apart frorn these little
niggles, and I hope Channel 4 continue to investigate ways of appealing to the
chess players of the natiorr.

One lrossi ble idea for the ll'V coutllirrtles to consj der would be to bring their
cameras to one oll the big teanr chtrrnpiorrships - 0lynrpiatl , Iluropean or World Cup.
With Englancl doing so well j-n the last two 0lympiads i-t should be possible to
stiurulafe a lot of public interest. The w:ry I woultl cover this type oI'tourna-
nent would be to have a short programme after each round with fu1l results,
standings, interviews and showing the best tsames, continuations, swindles and
shocks r.rl' i,lte round. In slrorL ir s(f1'1, ol' 'l'V brrl let,in.

This woultt probably take an ambitious outlay by the TV companies and it
would take unparal1elled organisation to get all the information sifted in order
to do t,his sort of coverage justice. But the biggest hurdle to climb would be to
convince tlrem to tirke the gan ble of tryirrg it out. If' they arentt prepared to
cover sports such as table tennis and squash to this extent, what right have we

to imagine that they may succumb to our whims?

Some interesting points made here and I would like to add my own

views on Channel 4ts Speed Chess Challenge. Specifically, the whole concept vas
irrevocably nrarred by Ray Keeners cormrents, vliich could be described variously
as inane, frantic or at tinres courplete gibberistr.
